(a) Critically comment on the gulling of Malvolio in Shakespeare’s Twelfth Night.
(b) Discuss Twelfth Night as a Romantic Comedy.
(c) Comment on the appropriateness of the title of Ben Jonson’s play The Alchemist.

(d) How does Jonson satirize human gullibility in The Alchemist?
